To utilize the 10-ones chord and protocol, follow along:

Step 1. Collect a set of ShortCuts which work with a particular application or you frequently use together.

Step 2. Take no more than ten and enter them into a range of ShortCut registers such as 10, 11,12, ..., 19 or 40, 41, 42, ..., 49.

Now this set of ShortCuts are in the teens or the forties range.

Step 3. To access a set of ShortCuts for single finger action, P&R 10-ones, then the first digit of the range.

Step 4. Now P&R any (number) key - ShortCut action occurs for that key; P&R any other (number) key, and its ShortCut action occurs.
To Exit 10-ones, P&R Alpha.
